Sixth Annual Seminar on International Commercial Arbitration: 
How to Handle a BIT Arbitration
October 13-16, 2009
We are pleased to welcome you as a participant to the Sixth Annual Seminar on International Commercial Arbitration at American University, Washington College of Law (WCL).

Below is some information regarding daily travel to and from WCL, and guidelines on use of technological facilities during the Seminar.

TRANSPORTATION

METRO

[image: image1.png]Washington’s Metro subway trains run seven days a week.  The closest Metro stop to American University (AU) is Tenleytown/AU on the Red Line. From Union Station, National Airport, Tenleytown/AU and downtown Washington, Metro trains run Monday through Thursday, 5:00 a.m. to midnight; Friday, 5:00 a.m. to 3:00 a.m., Saturday, 7:00 a.m. to 3:00 a.m., and Sunday, 7:00 a.m. to midnight.
Regular Metrorail fare is between $1.35 and $3.90. Farecard machines are in every station. Small bills are recommended. There are no change machines in stations and farecard machines provide only up to $5 in change (in coins).
Public Metro buses run on regular schedules from Tenleytown to WCL. Exit station on the east side of Wisconsin Avenue, near the Whole Foods Market, and walk down Albemarle Street away from Wisconsin Avenue.  At the corner of Albemarle and 40th Street, behind the Whole Foods Market, you will come to a Metro bus stop. Take the N8 bus marked Wesley Heights which will take you directly to the WCL, at 4810 Massachusetts Avenue. Travel time is approximately 10 minutes. Buses depart from the stop every 20 minutes in the morning until 10:00 a.m. Thereafter, the bus departs every 30 minutes. For return trips, you may access the bus from the opposite side of the street on Massachusetts Avenue.
Metrobus fares are $1.25 for regular buses and $3 for express buses.  Bus drivers do not carry change. Please have your pass, transfer or exact fare ready when you board.
If you transfer from Metrobus to Metrobus and pay your fare with cash or tokens, ask your driver for a free transfer. It’s valid for unlimited Metrobus connections (including round trips) within a two-hour period.  If you transfer from Metrorail to Metrobus, you can get a free transfer when you enter the Metro station. It’s worth 90¢ off your bus fare, if you pay your fare with cash.

WCL SHUTTLE SERVICE
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From the Tenleytown/AU Metro stop you can pick up the Law School Shuttle (WCL Direct Shuttle), which is also located behind the Whole Foods Market at the corner of Albemarle and 40th Streets.  The shuttle to WCL (the Red Route) is free and runs every 15 minutes between 7:00am and 8:00pm on weekdays.  This Shuttle will take you directly to the law school.  On weekends, the White Route will take you to WCL with stops at American University’s main campus.  This shuttle runs every 10 minutes from 8:00am to 3:30 am on Saturdays and from 8am to 1am on Sundays.  

For return trips, the Shuttle departs from behind the law school at the same location where it drops you off from the Metro.  When walking to the bus stop from the law school, exit the front of the school and walk to the left down Massachusetts Avenue.  Take your first left, on 48th Street and walk to the bus on the corner of 48th and Warren Streets.  

TAXICAB 

When using taxi service be sure to instruct the driver to take you to 4801 Massachusetts Ave., N.W. rather than just to American University, because the Washington College of Law is not situated on the main AU campus. If you need a taxicab, please call:

WALKING


The Law School building at 4801 Massachusetts Avenue is about a one mile (1.6 kilometers) walk, through a residential area, from the Tenleytown/AU Metro Station. If walking: exit the Station and proceed to Albemarle Street. Turn right on to Albemarle Street. Follow Albemarle Street to 48th Street, NW. Turn left on 48th and proceed about four blocks to Massachusetts Avenue, NW. The Law School is situated on your right. Enter it from the Massachusetts Avenue side.
PARKING
Parking is available at 4801 Massachusetts Avenue. Rates are $2 per hour and $8 per day.
COMPUTER USE AND TECHNOLOGICAL FACILITIES

Room 130 has been provided for your convenience should you need access to a computer, telephone, or a private meeting space throughout the conference. If you need to use this room, please come to the registration table and ask for directions. 
To access the internet, please note that the law school has an Internet kiosk (computers with Internet access) on the 6th floor (outside the cafeteria) for public use. Public access computers are also available on the 1st floor of the Pence Law Library.

If you wish to use your own laptop during the seminar, you can connect to the WCL network.  For guest access, enter “libraryguest” for the username and “summer 09” for the password and select “guest” from the drop down menu.  It is recommended that you bring a network cable because the Seminar rooms will have wired connections available and this is the most reliable method of ensuring Internet connectivity. 
PENCE LAW LIBRARY 

The Pence Law Library entrance is on the first floor Law School building. The Law Library is open to the general public. 

To start a search for books and periodicals, go to http://library.wcl.american.edu/ and click on “Library Catalog”. The catalog identifies all of the materials housed in the library, as well as electronic resources available for use within the library.  

Many periodicals, including law reviews, bar journals, and newsletters, are available through Hein Online, a full-text electronic database available on the Pence Law Library website, under “Research Tools Links.” Many indexes to legal periodicals are also available at this link. Full-text non-legal periodicals and indexes are also available at “Articles & Indexes.” To access the electronic version of these periodicals through Pence Law Library webpage, you must be connected to the WCL network, either in the law school or via remote access using your my.american.edu password.
Professional reference assistance is available in the main reading room on the first floor of the Library. Reference service is available from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday; 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Friday; 12:00 p.m. to 5:00 pm Saturday from 12:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m., and Sunday from 12:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. during the academic year.
To make copies of publications in the Library, self-service photocopiers are located on both floors of the Library, and photocopy machines for microform are located in the Reserve Room on the first floor. All Library photocopiers require the use of a copy card. You can purchase a copy card at one of the "Card Value Centers" for $1 in one of the Library's copy rooms. Please note that there are no facilities available for making change from coins or bills. There are several banks and local businesses in the immediate area of the Law School that might assist you, as well as an automatic change machine in the vending area near the Student Lounge on the 6th floor

Directions:  Take the Metro red line to the Friendship Heights station.  It is behind the Mazza Gallery shopping mall.

Linens n’ Things, Wisconsin Avenue, NW (Friendship Heights Metro – Red Line)

Directions:  Take the Metro red line to the Friendship Heights station.  It is next to the Mazza Gallery shopping mall.

Linens n’ Things, Pentagon City (Pentagon City Metro – Blue/Yellow Line)

Directions:  Take the Metro blue or yellow line to the Pentagon City station.  It is across the street from the mall.

Appliances

Best Buy, TenleyTown Metro

Directions:  Take the AU Shuttle to the Tenleytown Metro station. Best Buy is on the Corner of Wisconsin Ave. and Albermarle Sreet.

Linens n’ Things, Wisconsin Avenue, NW (Friendship Heights Metro – Red Line)

Directions:  Take the Metro red line to the Friendship Heights station.  It is next to the Mazza Gallery shopping mall.

Linens n’ Things, Pentagon City Mall (Pentagon City Metro – Blue/Yellow Line)

Directions Take the Metro blue or yellow line to the Pentagon City station.  It is across the street from the mall.

Pharmacies

CVS, 4851 Massachusetts Avenue, 202-244-2001 (near AU law school)

Directions:  The CVS is in the small shopping center located next to the AU Law school

Rite Aid, Foxhall Square on New Mexico Avenue, 202-966-5665 (near AU main campus)

Directions:  Cross at the stop light behind the School of International Service.  The Foxhall Square mall is on the left side of New Mexico Avenue, about two blocks after the Nebraska parking lot.

CVS, Wisconsin Avenue (Open 24 hours), 202-537-1587 (Tenleytown Metro)

Directions:  Walk or take AU shuttle bus to Tenleytown Metro station.  Walk past the Metro station, Payless shoe store, and Domino’s pizza shop.  The CVS is on the right side of Wisconsin Avenue  

(Note:  There is another CVS store at the Van Ness Metro station on the red line)

Grocery/Food Stores

Super Fresh, Spring Valley

Directions:  Super Fresh is located behind the Law School

Whole Foods Market, Wisconsin Ave, NW (Tenleytown metro)

Directions:  Walk or take the AU shuttle bus to Tenleytown Metro station.  Whole Foods Market is located on the east side of Wisconsin Avenue.  Wide variety of organic foods can be expensive.

Safeway, off of Wisconsin Avenue (between Tenleytown and Friendship Heights)

Directions:  Walk or take AU shuttle bus to Tenleytown metro station.  Walk past the Metro station and down Wisconsin avenue about two blocks past the CVS.  The Safeway is located behind the Volvo car dealership.

Giant, 3336 Wisconsin Avenue (between the National Cathedral and Tenleytown)

Directions:  Walk or take AU shuttle bus to Tenley campus.  Walk in opposite direction of the Metro station, past the McDonald’s and movie theater.  Walk is approximately 15-20 minutes, and the Giant is on the right side of Wisconsin Avenue (towards Georgetown).

(Note:  There are other Giant Food stores at the Van Ness and Friendship Heights Metro stations on the red line.)
Shopping Malls

Crystal City Shops, Arlington, VA

Directions:  Take the Metro to the Crystal City station on the blue and yellow lines.  One of the exits takes you right into the mall.

Fashion Center at Pentagon City, Arlington, VA, 703-415-2400

Directions:  Take the metro to the Pentagon City station on the blue and yellow lines.  One of the exits takes you right into the mall (the other takes you to another, smaller mall)

Georgetown Park, 3222 M Street, Washington, DC, 202-298-5577

Directions:  Take the AU shuttle to Wisconsin Avenue/Tenley Campus.  Then take any even numbered 30 (30, 32, 34, 36, 38) bus to Wisconsin and M Street.

Mazza Gallery, Wisconsin Ave, 202-966-6114

Directions:  Take the Metro to the Friendship Heights station on the red line.  One of the exits takes you right into the mall.  Another takes you to other stores across the street.

Montgomery Mall, 7101 Democracy Blvd., Bethesda, MD

Directions:  Take the Metro to the Grosvenor station on the red line, then take Ride-On bus, number 47, toward the mall (address above)

Old Post Office Pavilion, Washington, DC 209-289-4224

Directions:  Take the Metro to the Federal Triangle station on the blue and orange lines.  The small mall is right across the street.
White Flint Mall, Bethesda, MD 301-468-5777
Directions:  Take the Metro to White Flint on the red line.  Then take a “White Flint” shuttle bus which takes you directly to the mall.

Union Station, Washington, DC 202-289-1908
Directions:  Take the metro to Union Station on the red line.
