NEW SUMMER PROGRAM ON
INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS,
LAW, AND POLICY

Globalization and the changing
architecture of global gover-
nance pose many challenges to
governments and other interna-
tional actors. These challenges
require scholars and practitio-
ners to rethink the nature of
global governance in contempo-
rary international society and
to find new ways of understand-
ing multilateralism, interna-
tional organizations, and rules
and practices. To meet these
challenges, American Univer-
sity’s School of International
Service and its Washington Col-
lege of Law have created a new
multidisciplinary Program on
International Organizations,
Law and Diplomacy, combining
legal, diplomatic and social sci-
entific approaches to the study
of multilateralism.

The Program is directed by Mr.
Carlos Portales and will cover
all aspects of international or-
ganizations, including political,
juridical, security, economic,
social and cultural dimensions.
The theory and practices of con-
temporary international organi-
zations, law and diplomacy will
be taught through courses, con-
ferences, seminars and experi-
ential learning opportunities in
both Washington and Geneva.

The Summer Program is open
to participants and alumni from
American University graduate
schools, as well as to U.S. and
international students from
other academic institutions, of-
ficials from international or-
ganizations and individuals
working for governments or
in the private sector. Success-
ful completion of the require-
ments will lead to a Certificate
of Completion in International
Organizations, Law and Diplo-
macy. Matriculated American
University graduate school stu-
dents, including those from the
School of International Service
and Washington College of Law,
can receive coursework credit.
Students from other universities
should inquire at their home in-
stitutions about the transfer of
academic credit.
