












Christine–I can’t add anything. They said
it!

Is there a particular incident from the
year that really sticks out in your mind?

Alvaro–I guess I would have to say being
part of the Board. It’s a great experience.
Having the opportunity to represent so
many students, and meeting so many peo-
ple. This provides a strong base for my
understanding of teamwork. 

Laura–For me it was working for the
Human Rights Academy here at the law
school. I learned to work in English,
which sounds kind of silly, but it’s very
different. It was a very good experience. 

Would you give any advice to future
LL.M. students or Board Members?

Christine–(To future Board Members) I
would only go for the job if you really
want to do it and have the time to do it.
It’s a lot of work.

Alvaro–(To future LL.M.’s) Try to partici-
pate! I know its hard sometimes because we
are in a short and intensive program, but
it’s very important to develop a good net-
work here, and the best way to do that is by
participating. There are so many opportu-
nities that the Board can provide, and the
students can help with suggestions.
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Do Movies Influence Cultural Perceptions?

Because movies are one of the United
State’s largest exports, Hollywood has

the opportunity to portray the U.S. culture
however it sees fit. Most people residing in
other areas of the world do not have the
opportunity to travel and live in the United
States, nor do most American’s leave their
soil to learn another culture. As a result,
individuals living in other parts of the world
hold a perception of U.S. citizens and their
culture that may not be particularly accurate.
On September 6th, in conjunction with the
UN Conference on Racism, a group of inter-
national students were featured on National
Public Radio (NPR) to discuss the role that
movies play in shaping cultural perceptions.
Members of the group interviewed included
Ms. Alejandra Goyenechea (LL.M. 2001,
Mexico) and Thierno Balde (LL.M. 2001,
Guineau). Goyenechea and Balde participat-
ed in the Morning Edition of the program,
sharing their thoughts regarding their under-
standing of the U.S. culture prior to experi-
encing it personally. 

When asked to speak about countries
such as Guinea, Thierno brought up the fol-
lowing point, “It is not unusual for people in
other countries to take what they see on the
screen quite literally.” Sports cars, mansions
and penthouse offices would constitute the
US norm in the minds of many television
viewers in developing countries. The movies
exported overseas rarely display the under-
belly of the United States, the homeless in
the streets or the family on the city’s periph-
ery who cannot afford electricity in their
homes. 

The focus of the report shifted to minor-
ity roles and how they are cast. Does
Hollywood promote stereotypes? Alejandra
seemed to think so. “They only show Latin-
American people as problem people.” And
when asked about the picture of North-
Americans that are portrayed? “They’re the
savior of the world,” says Goyenechea.
“They’re always saving everybody, every-
thing. And when there’s a war or a problem,
it’s ‘The United States is here to rescue you’.
So, I mean, that’s the image I had.”

The report concluded with the following
thought: that racism and stereotypes are not
necessarily cast in the “dialogue” of a movie,
for this would induce a great deal of societal
resistance. But subliminal stereotypes can be
observed in a flick’s character-representation.
It is not uncommon to see minorities cast as
sidekicks to the white hero or as “the bad
guy”. Black actors are often perceived as sec-
ondary characters in discreet roles. And per-
haps the latest victim of cinematic labeling is
Latin America. The NPR report claims that
even more sophisticated movies such as
“Traffic” are not immune to stereotyping,
portraying Latin American people as violent
drug-dealers or seedy law enforcement offi-
cials.

So why do pictures promoting violence
and racial stereotypes continue to thrive in
every country? Because action seems to
speak across borders. It is the most mar-
ketable because big-name stars are not neces-
sary to make an action film a hit. No matter
the cultural upbringing or the language spo-
ken, Hollywood believes that everyone

understands and is entertained by violence,
conflict and adrenaline rushing fun.
