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Brad Holland is a self taught artist whose work has appeared in publications such as Time, Vanity Fair, The New Yorker, Playboy and the New York Times, among others. He has painted CD covers for Ray Charles, Stevie Ray Vaughn and Billy Joel.  The Washington Post  has called him “an undisputed star of American Illustration," and the editors of RSVP, the artists' directory, voted him “the one artist, who in our opinion, has had the single greatest impact on the illustration field during the last twenty five years.”  Writing in Print Magazine, critic Steven Heller has written, "as [Jackson] Pollock redefined plastic art, Holland has radically changed the perception of illustration.” In 1999, his paintings were the subject of a retrospective at the Musée des Beaux-Arts, Clermont Ferrand France 

Brad Holland is a member of the Alliance Graphique International and co-founder of the Illustrators’ Partnership of America. In 2005, he  was inducted into the Society of Illustrators Hall of Fame.
