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Jennifer Urban directs the Intellectual Property Clinic at the University of Southern California Law School, a joint project of the Law School, the Annenberg Center for Communication and the Information Services Division of USC.  The Clinic has been representing a coalition of independent and documentary film groups (AIVF, Film Arts Foundation, IFP, NAMAC and NVR) in the orphan works proceedings. More generally, Urban's work focuses on intellectual property and technology law and the intersection of legal rules and technology. Before moving to USC, Urban taught at the Samuelson Law, Technology and Public Policy Clinic at the University of California-Berkeley School of Law (Boalt Hall); before teaching, she practiced law in Silicon Valley. She obtained her JD from Boalt, and her undergraduate degree from Cornell University.
