Award Selection Criteria

Based on available funding, LAAW will present one or two bar review awards to a graduating law student attending the Washington College of Law (WCL) to be used for his/her bar preparation course.  Each award will consist of a Kaplan/PMBR Comprehensive Course (valued at $999) for the Multistate Bar Examination (MBE) portion the exam.
To be eligible to apply, a student must be a graduating law student (i.e., JD or LLM) from WCL.

The following criteria will be taken into consideration:

1. Financial Need

2. Demonstrated involvement in WCL’s LALSA

3. Demonstrated commitment to serving the Latino/a community, especially through giving back to the Latino/a student “pipeline.”  This commitment may be demonstrated through volunteering, employment, or other relevant activities.  Examples include, but are not limited to, community service related to the Latino/a community through LaLSA, mentoring/tutoring Latino/a high school students, working for a Latino-serving organization, helping Latino/a college students to apply for law school, or training Latino/a parents how to become advocates for their children.
Application Requirements
Bar Review Award applications should include:

· resume, 
· financial need worksheet, 
· and a short essay of maximum 500 words describing the applicant’s commitment to, and involvement in, the Latino/a community.
