Eligible applicants are restricted to 1 and 2L full time students and 1, 2 and 3L part time students.

Current WLA Executive Board members (President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer) may NOT apply. All other Board members may apply.  Also, all former Board members, including Executive Board members, may apply.
