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Commentators have long recognized that INS v. AP's theory for misappropriation of "hot news" illustrates as clearly as any other legal source how the Lockean theory of labor applies to intellectual property.  However, no modern commentator has interpreted the case to explain that labor theory of property in terms that modern intellectual-property scholars can understand.  This Article fills that gap.  

 

The Article contributes to IP scholarship primarily by showing in action how a moral, personhood-based theory of property can explain and rationalize important IP doctrine.  In the process, the article also clears up important misconceptions about labor, desert, and the "right to exclude" as an analytic tool in intellectual property.
