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2006  
  The United States Trade Representative (USTR) reported that, “Japan and the United States have launched the idea of a new plurilateral treaty to help in the fight against counterfeiting and piracy, the so-called Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement (ACTA) … with an aim to bring together those countries, both developed and developing, that are interested in fighting counterfeiting and piracy, and to negotiate an agreement that enhances international co-operation and contains effective international standards for enforcing intellectual property rights.” 
 
4 Oct 2007
Australia reports that the First round of pre-negotiations technical discussions on ACTA was held in Switzerland. Australia, Japan, the Republic of Korea, Mexico, New Zealand, the EC, the US, Switzerland and others attended these discussions. No draft text was prepared during this session.
 
23 Oct 2007 
USTR announced that “United States, along with a group of trading partners, would pursue negotiation of a new Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement (ACTA) to provide international leadership in the fight against IPR counterfeiting and piracy.” And that “the goal of ACTA is to establish, among nations committed to strong IPR protection, a common standard for IPR enforcement to combat global infringements of IPR particularly in the context of counterfeiting and piracy that addresses today’s challenges, in terms of increasing international cooperation, strengthening the framework of practices that contribute to effective enforcement of IPR, and strengthening relevant IPR enforcement measures themselves. The legal framework of ACTA included the following areas: Criminal enforcement; Border measures; civil enforcement; Optical disc piracy; Internet distribution and information technology.” 

23 Oct 2007
Sen. Max Baucus, Chairman, Senate Committee on Finance applauded the ACTA negotiations by USTR and called for a new WTO agreement to protect American ideas, intellectual property. He stated that “intellectual property thieves aren’t just stealing American ideas; they’re stealing dollars from U.S. businesses and stealing jobs out from under U.S. workers. The problem of intellectual property theft is rampant worldwide and I have called for an intellectual property agreement in the World Trade Organization, and I hope today’s announcement of negotiations is a first step toward that goal. Ideas are America’s true currency, and if we want to be economically competitive, strong protections for U.S. intellectual property are key.” 

23 Oct 2007
The Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Japan released an official statement expressing its intention to join the trading partners in the negotiations of ACTA.

23 Oct 2007         
The European Commission announced its intention to start negotiations on ACTA with other trading partners of ACTA through a press release. This is stated in a revised version of a fact sheet released in January, 2009 which claims that “ACTA is about tackling large scale, criminal activity. It is not about limiting civil liberties or harassing consumers. ACTA will not go further than the current EU regime for enforcement of IPRs – which fully respects fundamental rights and freedoms and civil liberties, such as the protection of personal data. And that ACTA is not designed to negatively affect consumers.” 
 
23 Oct 2007
Canada announced about its participation in the preliminary negotiations of ACTA The Government of Canada also issued a press release seeking the views of Canadians on the ACTA and about 23 submissions were received from industry associations, companies, non-governmental organizations and academia.
  
13 Nov 2007
Australia issued a discussion paper on ACTA requesting for public comments addressing the merits of joining the ACTA negotiations. The paper explains the details about the ACTA negotiations, and addresses the place of Australia in the present international intellectual property system, and the likely provisions of the ACTA in an Australian context.

1 Feb 2008
Australia officially announced its participation in the ACTA negotiations with other trading partners.

15 Feb 2008              USTR requested for detailed comments from public on ACTA.

20 Mar 2008
Knowledge Ecology International (KEI) submitted its comments to the USTR on the proposal for ACTA. KEI has mainly expressed concerns over the definition of  the terms “counterfeiting and piracy”.
 

21 Mar 2008
IP Justice released its comments on ACTA in response to the USTR notice inviting public comments that, “IP Justice firmly believes that ACTA’s costs to the public far outweigh any public benefit it might provide.  The financial expense to tax-payers to fund ACTA would be enormous and steal scarce resources away from programs that deal with genuine public needs like providing education and eliminating hunger.  ACTA would burden the judicial system and divert badly needed law enforcement and customs resources away from public security and towards private profit”. 

22 May 2008
IP Justice reports that a discussion paper on ACTA was posted on wikileaks. The discussion paper describes ACTA as a “plurilateral agreement” with an objective to establish, among nations committed to strong IPR protection, a common standard for IPR enforcement to combat global infringements of IPR particularly in the context of counterfeiting and piracy that addresses today’s challenges, in terms of increasing international cooperation, strengthening the framework of practices that contribute to effective enforcement of IPRs, and strengthening relevant IPR enforcement measures themselves. 

25 Mar 2008
IP Justice released a White paper on the ACTA. Through this paper IP-Justice expressed concerns on the ACTA for its lack of transparency, for its undemocratic process and exclusion of public interest groups from participation in the negotiations. The paper also states that “ACTA appear to supplant the legal standards that were already set by the WIPO and the WTO. IP – Justice criticizes USTR for its blind reliance on the economic data underlying the urge to increase IPR standards and their enforcement which is often supplied by the very industries lobbying for the change in law to increase their rights.” The paper identifies substantive problems with ACTA on the following grounds: burdens public for private interest; criminalizes ordinary consumer activity; threatens freedom of expression; encourages privacy violations; curtains legal due process rights; need flexibility to address technological change; hamper technological innovation and market competition; imperialistic view of the world; and that ACTA does not explain why current rights are inadequate nor how increasing those rights will provide  more public benefit than expense. 
 
29 May 2008
New Zealand announced that it would join with a number of key trade partners to negotiate on ACTA to combat the global rise in the trade of fake goods.
 

3-4 June 2008         
First Round of ACTA Negotiations: New Zealand reported on the first round of ACTA negotiations held in Geneva that the “representatives from Australia, Canada, the European Union (represented by the Commission and its Member States including the EU Presidency), Japan, Korea, Mexico, Morocco, New Zealand, Singapore, Switzerland, United Arab Emirates and the United States of America were the negotiating parties. The main focus of the discussions was on the border enforcement measures, particularly how to address large scale counterfeiting activity at the border, which can involve criminal elements and pose a threat to public health and safety.” 

8 July 2008
Hokkaido Toyako Summit Declaration: The “G8 Leaders Declaration on the World Economy” referred to ACTA. Paragraph 17 of the Declaration stated that “(e)ffective promotion and protection of IPR are critical to the development of creative products, technologies and economies. We will advance existing anti-counterfeiting and piracy initiatives through, inter alia, promoting information exchange systems amongst our authorities, as well as developing non-binding Standards to be Employed by Customs for Uniform Rights Enforcement (SECURE) at the World Customs Organization. We encourage the acceleration of negotiations to establish a new international legal framework, the Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement (ACTA), and seek to complete the negotiation by the end of this year. We will promote practical cooperation between our countries to develop tools to combat new techniques in counterfeiting and piracy and spread best practices. We reaffirm our commitment on government use of software in full compliance with the relevant international agreements and call on other countries to follow our commitment.” 

29-31 July 2008    
Second Round of ACTA Negotiations: New Zealand reported on the second round held in Washington D.C., USA that the “discussions at this meeting focused on civil remedies for infringements of intellectual property rights, including such issues as availability of preliminary measures, preservation of evidence, damages, and legal fees and costs. Participants also continued their discussions of border enforcement of intellectual property rights.” 
 
4 Aug 2008

USTR issued a Fact sheet describing the goal and  benefits of ACTA.

5 Sep 2008
USTR issued a Notice of Public meeting organized jointly with the Department of Commerce to consult with interested parties on the ACTA initiative. According this notice, “the purpose of the meeting was to inform stakeholders about ACTA and to receive comments from stakeholders about their views regarding this initiative.” 

15 Sep 2008
Essential Medications for All reported that a Coalition of Civil society organizations claimed that “there is no legitimate rationale to keep the treaty text secret, and manifold reasons for immediate publication.” They have urged the negotiators of the ACTA “to immediately publish the draft text of the agreement, as well as pre-draft discussion papers (especially for portions for which no draft text yet exists), before continuing further discussions over the treaty.” Their demand was also that to publish the agenda for negotiating sessions and treaty-related meetings in advance of such meetings, and publish a list of participants in the negotiations. Based on leaked documents and industry comments on the proposed treaty, the groups expressed concerns that ACTA may: 

· Require internet service providers to monitor all consumers' internet   communications;

· Interfere with fair use of copyrighted materials;

· Criminalize peer-to-peer electronic file sharing; and

· Undermine access to low-cost generic medicines.

17 Sep 2008
The Electronic Frontier Foundation (EFF), Public Knowledge (PK), have jointly filed a suit against the USTR to try and obtain information and records concerning the ACTA negotiations. However, EFF reports that “the law suit was dropped recently in June 2009 EFF and Public Knowledge drop ACTA lawsuit, realizing ‘National Secrets’ claim will block them.” 
 
17 Sep 2008
Google Inc. submitted comments on the ACTA in response to USTR public notice of 5 Sep 2008 (73 FR 51860). Google claims that, “ACTA should not address issues beyond border and customs enforcement issues. Internet companies and other intermediaries, like Google, telecom companies and ISPs more generally, do not engage in counterfeiting and piracy; they are legitimate businesses critical to the U.S. economy. To impose potential liability and obligations on them, or to dictate terms of substantive intellectual property law that affect Internet intermediaries, is shooting at the wrong target, potentially contrary to U.S. law, and in any event not appropriate subject matter for an Executive agreement not submitted to the Congress.” 

18 Sep 2008
A group of companies and organizations called on the USTR expressing their concern about the “internet provisions” in the proposed ACTA document that “it does not disrupt the delicate balance with respect to Section 512 struck in the Digital Millennium Copyright Act, result in increased liability for intermediaries or adopt solutions that directly or indirectly suggest changes to U.S. law.” 
 

22 Sep 2008
International Intellectual Property Alliance (IIPA) issued a press release statement at the public forum in support of the negotiations for ACTA. According to this statement, “IIPA endorses the ACTA initiative and looks forward to an agreement that contains high standards agreed by all the signatories.” IIPA has opined that “achieving an agreement that enhances international coordination, promotes more effective enforcement, and shares ideas on best practices are essential components in the struggle against a piracy problem that knows no borders.” 

8-9 Oct 2008        
Third Round of ACTA Negotiations: New Zealand reported on the third round of ACTA negotiations held in Tokyo, Japan that, “apart from the focus on the civil enforcement of IPR and the partners’ commitment to combat global infringements of IPR, particularly in the context of counterfeiting and piracy on a commercial scale, the discussions during this round have also focused on the criminal enforcement of IPR.” 
 
15-18 Dec 2008      
Fourth Round of ACTA Negotiations: New Zealand reported on the fourth round of ACTA negotiations hosted by the European Union at Paris that “the discussion focused on international cooperation, enforcement practices and institutional issues. Participants also continued previous discussions on criminal enforcement of IPR. They also shared information on approaches to fighting IPR infringements on the Internet.” 
 

18 Dec 2008
IP Watch reported that “the European Parliament passed a resolution on the impact of counterfeiting in international trade “calling on the [European] Commission and the member states to negotiate ACTA under conditions of the utmost transparency towards the EU citizen.” Parliament also demanded clear limits to the scope of ACTA in various aspects.”

6 April 2009
ACTA partner countries jointly issued a document on “The Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement – Summary of Key Elements under Discussion”. 

15 May 2009
New Zealand Ministry of Economic Development invited further submissions from the public on a range of ACTA related issues i.e. border protection measures, civil enforcement measures and criminal enforcement measures, which may be raised in the next coming negotiating rounds, to assist in guiding the New Zealand’s participation. 
 

12 June 2009
The ACTA negotiating states, Australia, Canada, the European Union and its Member States, Japan, the Republic of Korea, Mexico, Morocco, New Zealand, Singapore, Switzerland and the United States released a joint statement announcing that they are moving forward on the negotiation of an Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement (ACTA) to step up the fight against global counterfeiting and piracy. The announcement emphasizes the participants’ goal to combat global infringements of intellectual property rights (IPR), particularly in the context of counterfeiting and piracy, by increasing international cooperation, strengthening the framework of practices that contribute to effective enforcement, and strengthening relevant IPR enforcement measures themselves. In addition, the ACTA negotiators reaffirmed the importance of information disclosure on the progress on ACTA to the public.

30 June 2009
Foreign Affairs and International Trade Canada conducted a stakeholder consultation on the ACTA, as it pertained to counterfeit and substandard medicines. The purpose of the consultation was to continue discussion on the issues related to counterfeit and substandard medicines, which were raised at the previous consultation on April 6, 2009.

16-17 July 2009   
Fifth Round of ACTA Negotiations: New Zealand reported on the fifth round of ACTA negotiations hosted by the Kingdom of Morocco in Rabat that “during this meeting the discussions focused on International Cooperation, Enforcement Practices and Institutional issues that are discussed in the April 2009 "ACTA Summary of Key Elements Under Discussion". Participants agreed to release draft agendas before all subsequent negotiating rounds. Participants have also confirmed that the next round will be hosted by the Republic of Korea in November 2009. With regards to progress of negotiations, the negotiating parties confirmed their intention to conclude the agreement as soon as possible in 2010.”
 
14 Sep 2009
IP-Watch reports that “the European Commission Trade Directorate adopted a “Communication on enhancing the enforcement of intellectual property rights” within the European Union internal market that aims at greater coordination but stops short of new legislative measures. The Commission laid out “practical initiatives to respond to the dramatic and damaging effect that counterfeiting and piracy is having on EU economies and on society in general.” The Commission plans to increase collaboration between the private sector, national authorities and consumers.”
 

17 Sep 2009
USTR has announced that “the administration plans to move forward with the negotiation of an ACTA to step up the fight against global counterfeiting and piracy.” In addition, it has also announced that “USTR will maintain our ‘open-door’ policy toward all stakeholders, and will hold "town hall" meetings to engage with members of the public.” 

22 Sep 2009
In a letter to the President of the United States, IIPA has urged President Obama “to ensure that the U.S. continues to advocate for a robust agreement that establishes high standards for the enforcement of intellectual property rights in both physical and online environments, so essential to the U.S. copyright-based industries and the U.S. economy.” 
  
13 October 2009
KEI reports that “White house shares the ACTA Internet text with 42 Washington insiders, under non disclosure agreement”. The post reveals the names of the people signed a Non-disclosure Agreement to see the U.S. proposed Internet text for ACTA.
 

3 Nov 2009
A letter initiated by KEI signed by various organizations, public health groups, academia, etc was addressed to the President Barack Obama expressing concerns about the transparency and openness surrounding the ACTA negotiations.

3 Nov 2009
Michael Geist reports on the ACTA Internet Chapter. Referring to a source document, he says that the draft text of the Internet provisions of ACTA was “modeled under the US-Korea Free Trade Agreement, namely Article 18.10.30” and that “the Internet chapter raises two additional issues.  On the international front, it provides firm confirmation that ACTA is not a counterfeiting treaty, but a copyright treaty.  These provisions involve copyright policy as no reasonable definition of counterfeiting would include these kinds of provisions.  On the domestic front, it raises serious questions about the Canadian negotiation mandate.”
 
3 Nov 2009
Gwen Hinze comments on the leaked ACTA Internet provisions as “three stikes and a Global DMCA”. He says, the internet provisions have nothing to do with addressing counterfeit products, but are all about imposing a set of copyright industry demands on the global internet, including obligations on ISPs to adopt Three Strikes Internet disconnection policies, and a global expansion of DMCA-style TPM laws.”

4-6 Nov 2009
ACTA Negotiations: 6th round are going to take place in Seoul, South Korea. The participating countries have released the agenda for this round of negotiations. It seems from the agenda that this round also focuses essentially on the issues of enforcement in the digital environment including criminal enforcement and transparency. 

4 Nov 2009
Michael Geist reports on the official agenda of the 6th round of ACTA negotiations.

5 Nov 2009
Michael Geist describes ACTA as a ‘threat’ to the use of WIPO- the main organization to deal with the intellectual property rights on a global scale; a ‘threat’ to the transparent policy making on intellectual property; and a threat to the domestic copyright sovereignty. Addressing a conference on “Beyond TRIPS: The Current Push for Greater International Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights-Strengthening IP Enforcement Through TRIPS and other Multilateral Initiatives, Prof. Geist states that ACTA would have a significant impact on the Canadian copyright law and of other participating  countries as well. Speaking on provisions of the ACTA, he says ACTA is not going to be just an agreement but would be with a proper institutional mechanism with a dispute resolution for non-compliance of the agreement. He also points out that the negotiations for an anti-counterfeiting agreement does not include the countries which are recognized for high levels of counterfeiting which is an important issue for those countries. On Civil enforcement provisions of the ACTA, he reports that that significant reforms would be needed in the countries like Australia and others to  provide for statutory damages which are not provided in these countries and he alleges that there are many private interest concerns in ACTA which is evident from the text of the agreement.   Border measures - strengthening powers of the customs authorities to search and seize the goods and deminimis provision concerned with border searching of I-pods, he expresses doubt on the text of the provision which would undermine the essence of ACTA.
  
6 Nov 2009
Michael Geist posts the leaked document of ACTA

9 Nov 2009
KEI and PK sent a joint letter to the US Congressional Leadership on the ACTA negotiations “expressing their grave concerns with the provisions purportedly contained within ACTA and their effects upon the public. They claim that “missing safeguards in ACTA present risks to consumers in the United States”.

	The Australian Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade (DFAT) reported on the history of the ACTA negotiations as  follows: 


“In 2004, WIPO, the WCO and Interpol coordinated to host the first Global Congress on Combating Counterfeiting (GCCC). At the 2nd and 3rd Congresses Japan proposed the establishment of a new international treaty on IPR enforcement. In the Lyon Declaration from the 2005 Congress, and in 2006 follow-up, the Congress recommended consideration of Japan’s suggestion to develop an international treaty on IPR enforcement. Since then, Japan has raised the concept of a plurilateral Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement (ACTA) at the 2005 Gleneagles G8 Summit. This led to the adoption of the G8 document ‘Reducing IPR Piracy and Counterfeiting through more Effective Enforcement.’ The GCCC recommended strengthening IPR enforcement by enhancing cooperation and coordination, promoting better legislation and enforcement, raising public awareness of IPR infringement issues, and capacity building. The G8 also recommended strengthening enforcement laws, improving coordination between agencies industries and countries and raising awareness of the damage caused by IPR infringements amongst government officials and the public. Building on the GCCC and G8 recommendations, the focus in the proposed ACTA is on international cooperation, enforcement and legislation.”
