PERMIT TO STUDY ABROAD

Any student who seeks approval to study abroad through a non-WCL program must complete and submit a completed form to the WCL Registrar’s Office (Suite 304).  Such programs must be ABA approved and accredited by the appropriate agency abroad.  Students also must include a statement of purpose and demonstrate how this law program and the courses offered therein meet their goals and are not duplicative of a WCL program.  Not only the program, but also specific courses must be approved.  After completion of the program, an official transcript must be sent to the WCL Registrar’s Office, Suite 304, 4801 Massachusetts Ave., NW, Washington, DC 20016-8185.

Degree credit and grades:  Students will receive credit only for those classes in which they earn passing grades.  These grades will not be included in the calculation of cumulative grade point average and course titles will not appear on law school transcripts.
Waiver of Liability: Requests to study abroad are approved only for the purpose of obtaining academic credit, thus student participation is voluntary.  Students assume complete responsibility and risk when they choose to participate in these programs.
Fees:  Students will be charged a fee of $2000.00 per semester ($1000.00 for summer) for study elsewhere for which they are not registered at American University.
